Take A617 to Chesterfield then over 3 roundabouts on the A619 Chatsworth

Road. Turn left on the A632 through Walton, follow this road for several
miles up a large hill until you come to a second hill called ‘Slack Hill', at the
top of Slack Hill turn right, go along this road for about 3/4 of a mile, then
turn left on to Jaggers Lane. 50 metres on your left is Matlock Farm Park.

From M1 - J28 via Matlock
Take A38 towards Derby, come off at A61 Alfreton. Turn right towards
Alfreton then immediately left on the A615 for Matlock. On approaching
Matlock Green turn right on A632 Chesterfield Road, past Matlock Golf
Club on your left, then turn left at the top of Slack Hill. Go along this road
for about 3/4 of a mile, then turn left on to Jaggers Lane. 50 metres on
your left is Matlock Farm Park.

From Matlock Centre and the A6 at Darleydale
Turn onto B5057 Chesterfield road — through Two Dales village up a
winding hill. At the very top of the hill, turn right onto Jaggers lane for
300m, on your right is Matlock Farm Park.
